McINERNY DETERMINATION

Mr. Dehm moved, seconded by Mr. Thorp, that the area variance requested by Thomas and Beverly McInerny, owners of property located at 26 Sycamore Ridge, Honeoye Falls, NY bearing tax account #221.02-1-11.1, to permit the continued existence of a fence on the Clover Street side of their property which exceeds the height permitted by the Zoning Ordinance of the Town of Mendon, be granted, based on the following Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law and subject to the stated condition:

FINDINGS OF FACT

1.
Mr. Paul Zachman, of Boardwalk Design, 1 Grove Street, Pittsford, NY, as agent for the McInernys, appeared before the Board at the Public Hearing held 7/12/01.

2.
Mr. Zachman stated that a 50 foot long fence had been erected along the rear property line of the irregularly shaped lot.  He had not obtained a permit since the original design called for a height of six feet.  However, modifications/adjustments made in the field, during installation, resulted in a final height ranging from 6 feet 6 inches to 7 feet 8 inches along the length of the fence.

3.
He stated that the purpose of the fence is to provide a sound and visual barrier between the McInerny property and the Route 65 (Clover Street) traffic.

4.
A large portion of the rear yard of the McInerny residence has been landscaped utilizing an oriental theme.  It contains pools, waterfalls, various structures, paths, etc.

5.
The fence in question utilizes an oriental theme and the structure blends well with the landscaping of the backyard.  The fence has been finished in a color which makes it quite noticeable from Clover Street.

6.
Two letters from neighbors on Sycamore Ridge, in support of the request, were submitted to the Board.

7.
No one appeared at the hearing to oppose the project.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1.
The character of the locality will not be altered by granting this request.

2.
A permitted six foot barrier or additional plantings could be utilized but with less aesthetic and practical effect for the applicant.

3.
The degree of variance sought is approximately 30% and is considered to be small.

4.
There is no impact on the physical or environmental conditions in the locality.

5.
It is a self-created difficulty.

6.
It is a Type II action under SEQR.

CONDITIONS

1.
The side of the fence facing Clover Street shall be painted an earth tone color to better blend with the surrounding area.  

2.
In addition, it is suggested that several plantings be added on the Clover Street side, to further conceal the fence.
