BOLES DETERMINATION

Mr. Thorp moved, seconded by Mr. Irvine, that the area variance requested by Jean Boles, residing at 778 Pittsford Mendon Center Road, for her property at 902 Pittsford Mendon Center Road, bearing tax account #204.02-1-40.2, which is located in an RA-5 zone, be granted permitting the relocation of a property line, approximately 11 feet from an existing pond, based on the following Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law and subject to the following condition.

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. Ms. Jean Boles, 778 Pittsford Mendon Center Road, owner of property at 902 Pittsford Mendon Center Road, appeared before the Board, requesting an area variance for relocating a property line approximately 11 feet from an existing pond, whereas code requires a 100-foot setback.

2. The property is situated on 9.61 acres and zoned RA-5.

3. Ms. Boles would exchange 1.790 acres with Mr. William Pryor, who is the property owner to the north, for 3.578 acres located east of the Boles existing property line.

4. Mr. Boles stated that she has owned the property six years and uses the land to pasture horses.

5. Ms. Boles stated the proposal is a joint request between her and Mr. Pryor, along with a cash offering from Mr. Pryor.

6. Ms. Boles stated that she and Mr. Pryor have an agreement to fence the new property line.

7. The proposed change would give Mr. Pryor more frontage to his property.

8. Ms. Boles stated that the pond meets the DEC’s approval.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. The character of the neighborhood will not be altered by the proposed land exchange.

2. There is no alternative which would achieve the desired result.

3. The requested variance is substantial.

4. There will be no adverse physical or environmental effects as a result of granting the variance.

5. The difficulty is self-created.

6. This is a Type II action under SEQR.

CONDITION

1. A fence shall be constructed along the new property line.
