                                                 A.L.S.L DETERMINATION

Mr. Irvine moved, seconded by Mr. Dehm, that the area variance requested by A.L.S.L. Enterprises Inc., 50 Stablegate Dr., Webster NY 14580, at the property located at 3,5,7 Assembly Drive, bearing tax account#216.02-0001-001.3, which is in a CB zone, to allow the construction of an addition with a setback of 13.5 feet from the rear property line, when Section 200-95 of the Zoning Ordinance requires 30 feet, be approved based on the following Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law.

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. Mr. Angelo Licciardello, President, A.L.S.L. appeared before the Board at the public hearing held April 10, 2003. 

2. The proposed addition to the building is to provide a new tenant, Kitchen Express, with storage space for kitchen cabinets and countertops (inventory) in support of a retail business to be conducted in the existing space at 7 Assembly Drive.    

3. There will be no fabrication taking place in the addition. 

4. The addition will be at right angles to the existing building, with a hip or shed roof extending from the peak of the existing roof to the outer (north wall) of the addition. The addition will have electricity, but no heat or water service. It will have an overhead door opening facing east toward Rt. 64.

5. There is no building on the adjoining lot to the north (the boundary affected by the proposed addition).

6. The only external lighting, on the proposed addition, would be on either side of the overhead door.

7. Mr. Tim Schiefen came forward at the public hearing to enumerate his concerns on this variance request. 

8. The alternative to the construction of this addition would be to excavate access to the basement level of 7 Assembly Drive, a depth of approximately 10 feet. 

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. Granting this variance will not alter the character of the neighborhood. 

2. Granting the variance will have no adverse physical or environmental impact.

3. There is no alternative method to achieve what the applicant desires other than excavating the drive site to gain access to the basement of the building. This would create a drop from the north property line in an area that is otherwise relatively flat. 

4. The variance is substantial.

5. The difficulty is self created.

6. This is a Type II action under SEQR.

CONDITIONS
1.
There shall be no storage of commercial materials (such as pallets, drums, etc.) behind the building.
