TEAL AREA VARIANCE DETERMINATION

Mr. Peckham moved, seconded by Mr. Wright, that the application of Derek Teal, 230 Brett Road, Rochester, NY, for an area variance at property located on the southeast corner of Pittsford Mendon Road and Cole Road, consisting of 2.5 acres, bearing tax account no. 205.02-1-1, which is a pre-existing, non-conforming lot, located in an RA-5 zone, to construct a single family dwelling, be granted based on the following Findings of Facts and Conclusions of Law:

Findings of Fact

1. Derek Teal, 230 Brett Road, Rochester, NY appeared before the Zoning Board of Appeals.

2. The subject property was originally purchased, in 1976, by Mr. Teal’s father, who resides on an adjoining lot.  This was purchased prior to the property being zoned RA-5.

3. The father has deeded the subject property to Mr. Teal.

4. Mr. Teal plans to build his private residence on the subject property.

Conclusions of Law

1. The objective of the applicant can be achieved by other means.

2. Granting of the variance will not result in an undesirable change in the neighborhood.

3. The request is not substantial.

4. Granting of the variance will not produce adverse physical or environmental effects.

5. The difficulty is self-created.
