TEAL DETERMINATION

Mr. Wright moved, seconded by Mr. Peckham, that the area variance requested by Derek Teal, 230 Brett Road, Rochester, NY, 14609 for property located on the southeast corner of Pittsford Mendon Road and Cole Road, consisting of 2.5 acres, bearing tax account no. 205.02-1-1, which is a pre-existing, non-conforming lot, located in an RA-5 zone, to construct a single family dwelling, be approved based on the following Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law:

Findings of Fact

1. Mr. Teal appeared before the Zoning Board of Appeals at the public hearing on June 8, 2006.  The ZBA previously granted an area variance on this property on August 11, 2005, but Mr. Teal failed to obtain site plan approval or a building permit within the required six month time period after the variance was granted.

2. This lot was acquired by Mr. Teal’s father in 1976 and adjoins his residence on Cole Road.  At the time of purchase of this lot, it did conform to the zoning ordinances for this area of the Town.  In a subsequent action by the Town Board, this area was rezoned RA-5.

3. Mr. Teal’s father has deeded over this lot to Mr. Teal so that he (Derek Teal) can construct his own private residence on the lot.

4. Site plan approval for construction does require Town of Mendon Planning Board action.

5. No members of the public, or neighbors, came to the public hearing.

Conclusions of Law

1. The objective Mr. Teal is attempting to achieve, building his personal residence on this lot, cannot be achieved by any other means.

2. The granting of this variance will not create an undesirable change in the neighborhood or to nearby properties.

3. The request is substantial.

4. The granting of this request will not have adverse physical or environmental effects.

5. The difficulty is not self-created.

6. This is a Type II action under SEQR
