KLINGENBERGER DETERMINATION


Mr. Wright moved, seconded by Mr. Irvine, that the area variance requested by Richard and Lillian Klingenberger, 4144  Clover Street, Honeoye Falls, NY, 14472, to incorporate a property transfer of .554 acres containing a 2195 square foot barn into their 6.7 acre lot, which is in an RA-5 zone bearing tax account no. 204.03-1-2, thereby exceeding the provisions of Section 200-8C(3) of the Zoning Ordinance that the total area of all detached accessory buildings in a residential district shall not exceed 1% of the total area of the lot, be approved based on the following findings of fact and conclusions of law:

FINDINGS OF FACT:

1. Mr. and Mrs. Klingenberger appeared before the Zoning Board of Appeals at the public hearing on July 13, 2006.

2. The Klingenbergers are acquiring this piece of property to straighten out the north property line of their existing lot and to preserve an historic barn.  The stub of property on which the barn is located prevents their north property line from extending to Clover Street.

3. It would have been difficult for any one travelling along Clover Street to know that the Klingenbergers did not own this stub of land and barn prior to this potential transaction.

4. The Klingenbergers have several accessory buildings and a barn/garage on their lot.  The home is a restored historical home (constructed circa 1830) which has been enlarged by additions built over time.  The total area of all accessory buildings (including the barn/garage) on the enlarged lot of 7.3 acres will be 4829 square feet.

5. No members of the public came to the public hearing.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW:

1. The objectives Mr. and Mrs. Klingenberger are attempting to achieve cannot be achieved by any other means.

2. The granting of this variance will not create an undesirable change in the neighborhood or to nearby properties.

3. The request is substantial.

4. The granting of this request will not have adverse physical or environmental effects.

5. The difficulty is self-created.

6. This is a Type II action under SEQR.
