MILLAR DETERMINATION

Mr. Wright moved, seconded by Mr. Irvine, that the area variance requested by Peter Millar, 375 Parrish Road, Honeoye Falls, NY, a 2.69 acre lot in an RA-1 zone, bearing tax account no. 230.2-13.1, to construct an accessory building 11 feet from the side (west) property line instead of the 20 feet required by section 200-86, be approved based on the following findings of fact and conclusions of law, with conditions:

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. Mr. Millar appeared before the Zoning Board of Appeals at the public hearing on July 23, 2009.

2. Mr. Millar desires to erect a 14’ x 24’ pre-built garden shed (336 sq. ft) at the head of the driveway, with the entrance of the shed located behind the paved driveway turn-around area.  The driveway is on the west side of the house at 375 Parrish Road, and the turn-around area extends toward the west property line.

3. The shed will be buffered on the west by a line of evergreen trees already in place along the property line.  One purpose of the shed is to provide inside storage for garden equipment which is currently stored outside in the turn-around area.

4. The proposed position of the garden shed would be determined by the current position of the paved turn-around area.  Locating its entrance on the turn-around area positions the shed 11’ from the property line.

5. The ZBA received a letter dated June 22, 2009, from Angelo and Noreen Valentino, 373 Parrish Road, Honeoye Falls, NY, the neighbor directly to the west, in support of this application.  This letter is in the file.

6. No one appeared at the public hearing in opposition to the application.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. The objective Mr. Millar is attempting to achieve can be achieved by other means.

2. The granting of this variance will not create an undesirable change in the neighborhood or to nearby properties.

3. The request is substantial.

4. The granting of this request would not have adverse physical or environmental effects.

5. The difficulty is self-created.

6. This is a Type II action under SEQR.

CONDITIONS

That the building be erected is the same as that pictured in the application presented to the Zoning Board of Appeals, that the buffer of trees that currently exists along the west property line not be disturbed by the installation of the garden shed, and that the shed be painted to match the house.
