LANDON DETERMINATION

Mr. Wright moved, seconded by Ms. Sciortino, that the area variance requested by Chris Landon, 833 Pittsford Mendon Center Rd., Honeoye Falls, NY, at said property consisting of 2.1 acres in an RA-2 zone, bearing tax account No. 204.02-1-6 to allow a setback of 1 inch for front steps at this dwelling, instead of the 60 foot setback required by code, be approved based on the following findings of fact and conclusions of law:

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. Chris Landon appeared before the Zoning Board of Appeals at the public hearing on December 8, 2011.

2. The house is a non-conforming structure, built in the early 19th Century.

3. The current front steps are only 37 inches from the Mendon Center Rd. right –of –way, were deteriorating, and have been removed.

4. The proposed steps are a safety and aesthetic improvement to this historical property.

5.  Two members of the public appeared at the public hearing.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. The benefit Chris Landon is attempting to achieve cannot be achieved by any other means.

2. The granting of  this variance will not create an undesirable change in neighborhood character or to nearby properties. 

3. The request is not substantial, given that the dwelling is non-conforming and already within 3 feet of the right-of way.

4. The request will not have adverse physical or environmental effects, nor create any additional safety issues that already exist by the proximity of the dwelling to the Mendon Center Road.

5. The difficulty is self-created.

6. This is Type II action under SEQR.
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
