Mr. Dehm called the meeting to order at 7:36 p.m.

RANDY ROSIER – PUBLIC HEARING - CONTINUED

Randy Rosier, 19 Junction Road, Honeoye Falls, came before the Board requesting area variances permitting the construction of a pond in the southeast corner of his property within less than the 100 foot setback from both the easterly and southerly boundaries of the property.  Tax Account #214.04-1-13.213.  Zoned RA-1.

Mr. Dehm stated that the Board had requested more specific information regarding the location of the pond in relation to the FAD area.

Mr. Rosier stated that he met with Vyt Burkunas and Mr. Burkunas redesigned the pond.  Mr. Rosier stated that he also had an instrument survey done.  The Board reviewed the new map with Mr. Rosier.  Mr. Rosier stated that Mr. Burkunas moved the pond to the north and made it slightly smaller.  Mr. Rosier stated that the exact setback numbers are now 74 feet from the southern property line and 99 feet from the eastern property line.

Mr. Rosier stated that a neighbor had expressed a concern regarding the spillway running into his property.  Mr. Rosier stated that the spillway has been moved and will run only on Mr. Rosier’s property.  A discussion followed regarding drainage.  

Mr. Rosier stated that the Environmental Conservation Board walked the property and stated that they had no problem with it.  Mr. Rosier stated that the pond’s dimensions would now be 100-115’ x 60’.  Mr. Rosier stated that the dimensions are slightly smaller than the previous design to keep the berm out of the conservation restricted area.  

Mr. Mattaro asked what the maximum depth of the pond would be.  Mr. Rosier stated that it would be 10 feet.

Mr. Mattaro asked why they wanted the pond.  Mr. Rosier stated they wanted it for aesthetics and to stock it with fish.  Mr. Basch asked if there would be any swimming.  Mr. Rosier stated no, but they might build a gazebo near the pond.

Mr. Basch asked what Mr. Rosier would do if the pond did not fill with water.  Mr. Rosier stated they were diverting water from the western side of the house, and they could, if necessary, divert more water from the runoff from the house.  

Mr. Rosier stated he had mentioned at the last meeting that an option was to dig a well to provide a water source for the pond.  Mr. Rosier stated that since that time he had spoken to some well drillers and discovered that it would be easier to reroute the water than to dig.

There were no other questions from the Board.

Mr. Dehm opened the meeting to questions from the public.

Mr. Carl Fisher, a neighbor on Junction Road, stated that he did not want the drainage to go across his property.  Mr. Fisher discussed the drainage at the bottom of the hill, along the road.

Mr. Dehm stated that Mr. Rosier has corrected the drainage concern regarding Mr. Fisher’s property.  A discussion followed.

Mr. Dehm closed the public hearing at 8:03 p.m.

DONALD HAMBLIN – PUBLIC HEARING

Mr. Glenn Thornton, P.E. appeared before the Board on behalf of Donald Hamblin, 16 Amsden Drive, Henrietta, owner of an interest in property located at 9 Sibley Road, Honeoye Falls.  Mr. Thornton stated that Mr. Hamblin was requesting area variances permitting the construction of a dwelling on a non-conforming lot with a lot width of less than 100 feet at the building line and less than a 15 foot setback from both the side boundaries of the property.  Tax Account #221.03-2-4.  Zoned RS-30,000.

Mr. Dehm stated that a copy of the public notice was in the file, along with the Affidavit of Posting of the Sign and the County’s response that this was a local matter.  

Mr. Dehm reviewed the requests from the applicant with the Board.  A discussion followed regarding the need for a site plan.

Mr. Thornton stated that there had been a structure on the property, which has been torn down.

Mr. Thornton stated that Mr. Hamblin wanted to build a single family, one-story residential dwelling, which, very likely, will be his personal residence.  Mr. Thornton stated that Mr. Hamblin owns the adjacent lot, also non-conforming, to the west, and leases the house located on that property.  Mr. Thornton stated that Mr. Hamblin would like to build a 1900 square foot home with an attached garage.  Mr. Thornton stated that there were probably alternative approaches to building the house, but in order to meet the side setback requirements, the house would look strange.  Mr. Thornton stated that Mr. Hamblin would like the house to front on Sibley Road in order to be more attractive to the neighborhood.  

Mr. Dehm asked if the lots could be split the other way.  Mr. Thornton stated Mr. Hamblin had thought of that.  A discussion followed.  Mr. Thornton stated that the dimensions of the house would be 56’ x 54’.  

Mr. Dehm asked if Mr. Hamblin had contacted the neighbor to the east.  Mr. Thornton stated he did not think so.  Mr. Dehm stated he had spoken to that neighbor, who had voiced a concern about a house going up right next to him.  Mr. Dehm noted that the neighbor was not in attendance at tonight’s public hearing.  

Mr. Basch stated that the home would have a different character than the other houses in the neighborhood.  Mr. Basch stated that this house had a larger footprint due to the fact that it would be a single story structure.  

Mr. Basch stated that this was a self-created difficulty.  A discussion followed.

Mr. Dehm asked if the benefit could be achieved by other means.  Mr. Thornton stated that if the lot lines were not changed, the footprint of the house would have to change and then it would not blend in with the neighborhood.  

Mr. Dehm asked if the variance were granted would it cause an undesirable change in the neighborhood.  Mr. Thornton stated no.

Mr. Dehm asked if the request was substantial.  Mr. Thornton stated he did not think this was a substantial request.  Mr. Dehm stated he thought it was rather substantial.

Mr. Dehm asked if there would be any adverse physical or environmental effects.  Mr. Thornton stated that there were none that he was aware of.

Mr. Dehm asked if this was a self-created difficulty.  Mr. Thornton stated it was, in part.

Mr. Dehm asked the Board and Mr. Thornton if the public hearing could be continued so Mr. Hamblin could be in attendance.  Mr. Basch stated that Mr. Thornton might want to appear before the Planning Board for an informal discussion to discuss the proposed site plan.  Mr. Thornton stated they wanted to wrap this up quickly.  Mr. Basch stated that if the hearing ended tonight, the Board would have to render a decision within 60 days.  Mr. Thornton stated he would request an informal discussion with the Planning Board.  A discussion followed.  Mr. Thornton stated he would like to keep the public hearing before the ZBA open.  

MOTION

Mr. Basch moved, seconded by Mr. Mattaro, to continue the public hearing for Mr. Hamblin at a subsequent meeting.

APPROVED

Mr. Basch – aye; Mr. Mattaro – aye; Mr. Thorp – aye; Mr. Dehm – aye.

DISCUSSION

A discussion followed regarding future meeting dates.  Mr. Thorp and Mr. Dehm stated they would not be available for the November 9, 2000 meeting. A discussion followed regarding changing the November 9 meeting to November 16.  

The board decided to change the November 9 meeting to November 16.  Mr. Dehm asked the secretary to publish the appropriate notice.  

DISCUSSION

A discussion followed regarding the budget for next year.

A discussion followed regarding the next agenda.

MINUTES

Mr. Basch moved, seconded by Mr. Thorp, to approve, as amended, the minutes of the September 28, 2000 meetting.

Mr. Basch – aye; Mr. Mattaro – aye; Mr. Thorp – aye; Mr. Dehm – aye.

Mr. Basch stated he would write the Rosier determination.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 10:00 p.m.
