Mr. Wright called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

ORSINI DETERMINATION

Mr. Irvine moved, seconded by Mr. Peckham, that the application by John and Gae Orsini, 39 Mill Road, Mendon, NY for an area variance at said property, consisting of 2.38 acres, bearing Tax Account No. 216.08-1-44, located in an RS-30,000 zone, to allow a setback of approximately 32 feet for a proposed new accessory structure, whereas Town Code requires a 60 foot setback be approved based on the following Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law:

FINDINGS OF FACT

1.
John and Gae Orsini appeared before the Mendon Zoning Board of Appeals on     

            May 26, 2011. 

2.
The Orsinis would like to remove a pre-existing, non-conforming shed and replace it with a larger shed.

3.
Mr. Orsini stated he needed more storage.

4.
The proposed shed will be 28’x28’ and be placed on the existing shed’s footprint.

5.
Mr. Orsini stated that the shed will have electric and water.

6.         No members of the public voiced opposition.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. The benefit cannot be achieved by any other means.

2. The granting of this area variance will not create an undesirable change to the neighborhood or to nearby properties in that it is located at the dead end of Mill Road.

3. The request is substantial.

4. The granting of this request will not have adverse physical or environmental effects.

5. The difficulty is self-created.

6. This is a Type II action under SEQR.

ADOPTED

SMITH AREA VARIANCE DETERMINATION

Mr. Peckham moved, seconded by Ms. Sciortino, that the application by Kenneth Smith, 756 W. Bloomfield Road, Honeoye Falls, NY for an area variance at said property, consisting of 5.00 acres, bearing Tax Account No. 205.03-1-503, located in an RA-5 zone, to add a 34’ by 26’ accessory structure, which when added to the existing square footage of accessory structures, will exceed the 2,178 square feet allowed per Town Code by approximately 1,871 square feet, be approved based on the following findings of fact and conclusions of law:  

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. Kenneth Smith, 756 W. Bloomfield Road, Honeoye Falls, NY appeared before the Zoning Board of Appeals at a public hearing on May 26. 2011.   

2. Mr. Smith stated he was moving an 884 square foot building from his brother’s property in Webster to his property in Mendon.  Mr. Smith stated he wants to reconstruct the building on his property in his meadow behind his residence to provide more storage and to aesthetically enhance his meadow space. 

3. The structure is to have a 4” x 4” post foundation.  

4. Mr. Smith stated the structure will have electricity, but no water service.

5. The accessory structure will not be visible from West Bloomfield Road.

6. The two other accessory buildings on Mr. Smith’s property are considered to be pre-existing non-conforming structures.

7. One member of the public, Jackie Patterson, 790 West Bloomfield Road, 14534; stated that her property borders Mr. Smith’s property both to the East and South.  Ms. Patterson has no objection to the structure being built, but is concerned as to the location of the structure, which could obstruct her view across Mr. Smith’s meadow. Mr. Smith estimates the distance from Ms. Patterson’s south lot line to the final location of the accessory structure will be 80’ to 100’

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

7. The benefit Mr. Smith is attempting to achieve cannot be achieved by any other means.

8. The granting of this area variance will not create an undesirable change to the neighborhood or to nearby properties.

9. The request is substantial.

10. The granting of this request will not have adverse physical or environmental effects.

11. The difficulty is self-created.

This is a Type II action.

ADOPTED

Mr. Peckham – aye; Mr. Irvine – nay; Ms. Sciortino-aye, Mr. Thorp - aye, Mr. Wright – abstain. (He was not there for the public hearing.)

MOTION

Mr. Wright motioned to approve the minutes, as amended, of the May 26, 2011 meeting.

DISCUSSION

Mr. Wright stated that the Rivard Variance continues to be outstanding, and Mr. Rivard needs to withdraw his Application.  Mr. Wright stated that Mr. Rivard can build on the basis of his prior approved application.  

Mr. Wright stated that July 14th is the next Zoning Board meeting, however, no Applications are pending, and therefore, no meeting is scheduled.
