Mr. Wright called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. 

SMITH AREA VARIANCE PUBLIC HEARING-CONTINUED
Kenneth Smith, 756 W. Bloomfield Road, Honeoye Falls, NY, came before the board for an area variance at said property, consisting of 5.00 acres, bearing Tax Account No. 205.03-1-503, located in an RA-5 zone, to add a 650 square foot accessory structure, which when added to the existing square footage of accessory structures, will exceed the 2,178 square feet allowed per Town Code, by approximately 2,521 square feet.

Mr. Wright stated that the October 13, 2011 minutes were incorrect and that the Smith public hearing was still open.  Mr. Wright stated to Mr. Smith that the board had received the letters Mr. Smith produced in support of the additional shed in question.  Mr. Wright further stated that he had not been involved in the previous meeting and asked Mr. Smith to recap the previous meeting.  Mr. Wright further asked Mr. Smith if the building is question was a re-build.

Mr. Smith stated that the shed in question is not a re-build.

A discussion followed regarding property lines and distances from property lines.

A discussion followed regarding signed form letters by a few neighbor’s, with considerable distance from Mr. Smith’s property, who will not be impacted by said variance. 

Mr. Wright stated that this is clearly a restoration enlargement and an additional square footage issue.  He asked Mr. Smith why he feels this additional square footage is necessary.

Mr. Smith stated that it is his hobby.

Ms. Sciortino asked if this amount of additional square footage is necessary.

Mr. Smith stated yes, it is his hobby to restore his property and he needs additional space to store the tractor, old barn wood and antiques for these projects.

Mr. Wright asked what will be the long term prognosis.

Mr. Smith stated that this would be the last building and he has no desire to put up any further buildings.  

Ms. Sciortino stated that Mr. Smith is requesting a 2,521 sf. variance, which is substantial.

A discussion followed regarding combining square footage of accessory buildings.

A discussion followed regarding the south property line.

A discussion followed regarding the large barn being renovated for storage.

Mr. Wright stated that there were no letters presented to the board from Ms. Patterson, the closest neighbor to Mr. Smith.

A discussion followed regarding distance of neighbors and size of lots.

Mr. Wright asked the board if they had any further questions.

Jackie Patterson, 790 Bloomfield Road, Pittsford, NY, neighbor to Mr. Smith to the South East, approached the board and suggested again the solution to trade square footage for the approved building in the meadow for the additional shed in question.  She stated that the constant construction is basically on her doorstep.

Mr. Wright asked how far her property line is from the construction area.  He further stated that it is not a set back issue.

Ms. Patterson said that it is 20’ from the corner pin but the construction is 56’ from her home.

A discussion followed regarding set back requirements.

Mr. Wright asked Mr. Smith if he had any original pictures of the pre-existing building.  

Mr. Smith showed Mr. Wright a partial picture of the building and stated that it was a two story building however he was proposing to construct a one story building.

Mr. Peckham suggested that Mr. Smith be required to place a landscape barrier for Ms. Patterson.

A discussion followed regarding requirements of landscaping barriers.

Ms. Patterson stated that a landscape barrier would not solve her issue regarding noise and proximity to her home.

Mr. Wright asked if there were any more questions from the public or the board.

Mr. Irvine moved, seconded by Mr. Wright, to close the Smith public hearing.

Mr. Irvine moved, seconded by Ms. Wright, to approve Minutes of October 13, 2011 Zoning Board meeting with recommended changes from the board.

A discussion followed regarding Ms. Patterson’s and Mr. Smith’s issues and concerns. It was further discussed that Mr. Wright would prepare a draft of the determination for the Smith variance and present it to the board at the next meeting, November 10, 2011.
